ASSIGNMENTS/HOMEWORK  (20%)

QUIZZES/TESTS (80%)

Assessments will be announced ahead of time. A practice test or a partner test (group test) will be given at least one day prior to the actual individual assessment. If growth is shown from the partner test to the individual test, the individual score will be doubled. I highly suggest that you take this opportunity to study the problems on the practice test or partner test as they will simulate the actual test and assess your knowledge of the material.  All work must be shown on tests for full credit.  Partial credit will be awarded whenever possible. 
MAKE-UP WORK

It is your responsibility to find out what work you have missed while absent. Daily assignments will be posted in the classroom on the calendar or on www.msaudia.weebly.com. You are responsible to hand in any missed work from when you were gone. (I will not seek you out to ask for it.) You must also complete any notes you missed.  

If absent on the day of a partner test, your individual grade will be counted for both the partner and individual test grade.  If absent on the day of an individual test, you will have how ever many days you were absent to make-up your test.  The make-up test will be taken in class.
